NOTES FROM OUR PARISH NURSE 
           é..

If you get your teeth bleached, the laser or other light 

source often used may not be necessary – and may 

even be harmful, according to a study in a journal from 

the Royal Society of Chemistry. Researchers in Norway, 

who tested the effects of bleaching with and without 

light, found that in six out of seven cases, using the lamp 

did not increase the degree of tooth whitening compared 

to the bleach alone. Moreover, the light from the lamps 

(which emit ultraviolet radiation) can reflect and scatter 

to other parts of the mouth and face – and to the eyes, if 

eye protection is not used or is inadequate. And the skin 

in the mouth may be even more sensitive to ultraviolet 

rays than skin elsewhere. We advise against light-

assisted tooth bleaching – but if it's done, make sure 

your skin and eyes are properly protected.
