BAPTISMS  
There will be no celebration of Baptism during Lent, 
Baptisms will resume after Easter. 
Lent is a preparation for the celebration of Easter. The 

Lenten Liturgy disposes the faithful to celebrate the 

Paschal mystery. Through reminders of their own 

baptism and through penitential practices, another way 

to emphasize the nature of Lent as a season of 

preparation for baptism is to refrain from baptizing 

infants during this time (except, of course, in the case of 

an emergency). Instead, full participation in the liturgies 

of Lent, provides a way for the parents and Godparents 

of infants to receive appropriate formation. The infants 

would then be baptized during the Easter Season. 

Through prayer, fasting and almsgiving, the observance 

of Lent is meant to bring back the fervor that should 

flow continually from the grace of baptism and restore 

us to baptismal innocence and reconcile us to God and 

the community.

Tanning beds are even more dangerous than 

previously thought, says the International Agency for 

Research on Cancer, which recently reclassified indoor 

tanning devices as “carcinogenic to humans” – the 

highest cancer risk category, equal to that of cigarettes. 

According to the agency’s report, people who start using 

tanning beds or sunlamps before age 30 increase their 

risk of melanoma, the deadliest skin cancer, by 75%. 

Like sunlight, tanning devices are a source of ultraviolet 

radiation, a known cause of skin cancer. And they do no 

protect skin against damage from future sun exposure, 

 as many people may think.
