     The cheap seats at his concerts can cost $100, and his 

forty-five minute subway performance could have 

commanded $75,000 in a concert hall. He got $32.00 in 

donations. At the end of Bell’s subway performance, he 

took the money out of his instrument case and replaced it 

with his $3.5 million Stradivarius violin.
