Why do we have a special day set aside to commission 

catechists?

As the Catechism of the Catholic Church makes 

clear, ñCatechesis is intimately bound up with the whole 

of the Churchôs lifeé her inner growth and 

correspondence with Godôs plan depend essentially on 

catechesisò (no. 7). This ministry of teaching in the 

name of the Church has a profound dignity, which is 

why catechists are formally commissioned by the 

Church. It is only fitting that we set aside a day to 

highlight this ministry and invite the entire church 

community to think about our responsibility to share our 

faith with others. 
 

How are parents, the primary catechists of their 

children, recognized on Catechetical Sunday? 
 

Parents are truly the primary catechists of their children. 

They prepare the soil and plant the first seeds of faith. 

On Catechetical Sunday, we not only highlight the work 

of catechists in parishes and schools, but we also 

commend parents and guardians and encourage them to 

take seriously their role of making their Catholic 

households a place where the faith is passed on to the 

next generation. This is why the rite of blessing of 

catechists used on Catechetical Sunday includes an 

optional blessing of parents and guardians.

INTERNATIONAL DAY OF PEACE 
September 21 

The International Day of Peace ("Peace 

Day") provides an opportunity for 

individuals, organizations and nations to 

create practical acts of peace on a shared 

date. It was established by a United Nations 

resolution in 1981 to coincide with the opening of the 

General Assembly. The first Peace Day was celebrated 

in September 1982. 

In 2002 the General Assembly officially declared 

September 21 as the permanent date for the International 

Day of Peace.  
 

By creating the International Day of Peace, the UN 

devoted itself to worldwide peace and encouraged all of 

mankind to work in cooperation for this goal. During the 

discussion of the U.N. Resolution that established the 

International Day of Peace, it was suggested that: 
 

"Peace Day should be devoted to commemorating and 

strengthening the ideals of peace both within and among 

all nations and peopleséThis day will serve as a 

reminder to all peoples that our organization, with all its 

limitations, is a living instrument in the service of peace 

and should serve all of us here within the organization 

as a constantly pealing bell reminding us that our 

permanent commitment, above all interests or 

differences of any kind, is to peace." 
 

Anyone, anywhere can celebrate Peace Day. It can be as 

simple as lighting a candle at noon, or just sitting in 

silent meditation. Or it can involve getting your co-

workers, organization, community or government 

engaged in a large event. The impact if millions of 

people in all parts of the world, coming together for one 

day of peace, is immense. 
 

International Day of Peace is also a Day of Ceasefire ï 

personal or political. Take this opportunity to make 

peace in your own relationships as well as impact the 

larger conflicts of our time. Imagine what a whole Day 

of Ceasefire would mean to humankind.
