The same centrality of the 

human person must be the guiding principle "in 

development programs" of international cooperation, in 

which the beneficiaries should always be involved. 

"International organizations might question the actual 

effectiveness of their bureaucratic machinery," "often 

excessively costly." The Pope notices that too often "the 

poor serve to perpetuate expensive bureaucracies." 

Hence his call for a "complete transparency" concerning 

funds received (§ 45-47).
